Opening the account
This account is available online only. To open and use this
account, you must be 16 or over and either:

¢ aUKresident, meaning that you have your permanent home
in the UK (except the Channel Islands or the Isle of Man); or

* aCrown employee (employed by the Government and
serving overseas) or married to or in a civil partnership with a
Crown employee.

This savings account is a maturity account. This means you can
only open this account if you have a Principality online-only
account that has reached the end of its fixed term (matured)
or states in its terms that it will be converted into this account.

We can stop accepting new applications at any time.

Putting money into the account

The first payment into this account must be made from a
Principality online-only account which has matured or is
being converted to this account and must be at least £1.
